What will I need to provide myself? 

You will need to provide for yourself: 
Set of oil paints containing: - Cadmium red, Cadmium yellow, Perm Rose, Viridian and 

Ultramarine plus a large tube of white. 
Linseed oil and low odour white spirit 
Palette – flat wooden or paper disposable 

Range of brushes (all sizes) round and flat 
Canvas - stretched or box canvas, hard board or daler board,  

Jar with a screw lid to put white spirit in for brush cleaning.   
Total cost approximately £40.00.  It is recommended that you wear old garments as oil 
paints can stain clothing. Please bring with you an apron to wear over your clothes. 

Your tutor will discuss materials further at the first class. 
Please also bring a pen and your glasses if you need them.
